1. Governance & Roles
· Children’s Officer appointed — Name, phone, email publicly available.
· Designated Liaison Person appointed — Plus Deputy DLP recommended.
· Safeguarding Statement approved — Signed by Chair & CCO.
· Policy review cycle in place — Every 2 years.
2. Safe Recruitment & Vetting
· All volunteers Garda Vetted — No coaching before vetting clearance.
· Safeguarding 1 completed — All coaches & team managers.
· Vetting & training log maintained — Up‑to‑date and accessible to CCO.
· Role descriptions provided — Clear expectations for all volunteers.
3. Reporting & Procedures
· Clear reporting pathway displayed — Posters, website, or handbook.
· Record‑keeping process in place — Secure, factual, dated notes.
· Tusla & Garda contacts available — Local Duty Social Work office listed.
· Mandated Persons identified — If applicable, obligations understood.
4. Codes of Behaviour
· Volunteer Code of Behaviour adopted — Respect, boundaries, communication.
· Parent/Guardian Code in place — Expectations for sidelines & conduct.
· Player Code in place — Age‑appropriate, positive, simple.
· Social media & photography rules — Clear permissions & restrictions.
5. Safe Supervision & Activities
· Supervision ratios followed — Recommended 1:10.
· Attendance records kept — For all sessions & events.
· Drop‑off/collection procedures — No child left unattended.
· Incident/accident log maintained — Reviewed by CCO & committee.
· Travel & away‑game protocols — Parent communication required.
6. Policy & Communication
· Safeguarding Policy published — Website, handbook, or noticeboard.
· Volunteers briefed annually — Short refresher at season start.
· Parents informed of safeguarding roles — Contact details shared.
· Children informed in age‑appropriate way — “Who to talk to” posters or team talks.
